This report describes the results of the May 2005 Annual Parent Survey of the Cuality
Education Institute of Durham. The survey was completed by 24 families, representing
35% of the families with children at QEIL

Respondents rated 5 variables (comprised of 43 survey items) and also provided free-text
comments where applicable. A simple measurement of parent’s opinions in four specific
areas. the varighles assessed included Leaming Experience/Curriculum, Communication
Between the School and Parent, Parental Involvement, with and questions involving the
parents overall sahistaction with the school and the value of the education provided by
QEI for the amount of tuition paid,

Because of the small class sizes and the relatively small studemt population, it would be
prudent 1o maintain anonymity of the survey by avoiding a breakdown by class, grade, or
age.

The chosen variables were selected because parents like their children to be in a clean,
safe environment for learning, where teachers are available 1o assist parents one-on-one
in getting the best possible education for their students, QFEI’s mission focuses on making
the parent an integral part of the child’s learning experience, and measuring these
variables provides documentation of whether the School is carrving out its mission and
fulfilling its vision.
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Of the 1036 responses, only two #,19%) were classified as “no answer,”
